Pharmacists
help by:

● Reviewing all your medications including your prescribed
medications, over-the-counter, herbals, vitamins, and allergies

● Making sure medications are safe for you
● Fixing problems with your medications
● Finding affordable choices when medications are too costly

provide you and your
family education &
counseling by:

● Explaining what medications to take, when to take and how to
take them

● Reviewing important side effects and provide information on who
to contact if there are questions or side effect symptoms

● Following up with you and your family during periods of care
transitions such as after a hospital discharge

● What do I need to know about my medication?
● What side effects should I be aware of and what should I do if I

experience a side effect?
● What would happen if I stopped taking this medication?
● How long do I need to take the medication?
● Who do I contact if I have questions?
● What happens if I can no longer afford the medication?
